Focus On Teaching

All we do is teach. We do not sell or rent
instruments of music. This leaves us free to
specialize in one thing - providing the highest
quality of music instruction.

University Trained Teachers

Our instructors are highly qualified and many
have extensive performance experience. Most
importantly, our instructors strive to relate their
teaching to each individual student's learning
style.

Year End Recitals

Students are given an opportunity to perform in our
year end recital held in early June. All of our music
recitals have free admission, so the whole family and
friends can attend to enjoy the performances. We will
continue our tradition of bringing in food bank
donations to recitals making the events both enjoyable
and meaningful. Details are distributed in March &

April.

Private Lessons:

Private lessons are offered on the 2 most popular
instruments (piano & guitar) and voice. We have
found that ptivate one-on-one instruction allows
students to progress at their own pace and gain the
best understanding of musical techniques. Student can
start private lessons as young as 6 years old for piano
and 8 years old for guitar and voice. Students can
start private lessons any time of the year or month so
there's no need to wait to get started. A vatiety of
styles are taught such as pop, jazz, rock and classical.
Contact the studio office in your location to see
which times and days ate available.

Private lessons are weekly lessons 30 or 45 minutes in
length.

30 minute ptivate lessons are $29/lesson. The yeatly
tuition fee is averaged over the number of months
you are enrolled. Students attending the full year
(Sept-June) will have 34 lessons and tuition is
averaged to 9 monthly payments of $109.50. 45
minute private lessons are $42/lesson. Music books
may also be purchased at the studio for a nominal fee.

Beginner Music Program:
A fun, group class for children ages 5-7, designed

to teach the basics of music. All classes are limited
to 6 students per class and are 45 minutes once
per week. The classes cover:

* Movement and music

* Learning to sing and listen

* Making music with percussion instruments

* Recognition of orchestral instruments

* Rhythm & Melody

* Elementary note recognition




Certificates & Awards

Certificates are awarded every year to each
student completing the entire session. Medals,
trophies, or plaques are awarded to students
who have studied an instrument in private
lessons for the following years: 4 years, 6 years,
8 years, 10 years, etc.

Tuition Payments

Payment options include monthly payments via
auto-pay or yeatly by check or cash. Yeatly
tuition is due by August 251, Auto-pay options
include checking account, debit cards or credit
cards. See the Authotization form for details

Private lessons: Each student is allowed 2
make-up lessons each teaching year. In the
event that the studio must cancel lessons, make
up classes will be provided.

Registration fees are non-refundable. Tuition
fees are non-refundable, regardless of
attendance status. Written notice must be given
to drop a class.

$25 will be charged for any NSF check or
electronic check. Only cash or certified funds
will be accepted after 2nd NSF check.

$10 will be charged for declined credit card
processing.

Tuition is due by the 25% of each month for the
following month. For example, September
tuition is due August 251, A §15 late fee will be
added to tuition paid after the 3rd of the
month.
