
Classes are well underway and we hope the students are enjoying their classes & 
lessons.  I want to thank everyone for their patience in class schedules.  We use the 
first 4-5 weeks to assess levels and balance each class with a good number of students 
that are at the same level.   

Our goal is to keep each class small enough so that each child receives the attention 
needed to learn and feel comfortable.  So you may see some minor shifting to keep our 
classes balanced.  So thank you for your patience in the first month and things will 
settle down now.   

 Note: Perfect Attendance is awarded at the end of the dance year. If your child 
has missed a lesson, please ask when a similar class is held and schedule her to attend.  
Perfect Attendance is attending ALL classes, with zero absences. 

 Dance Revue Information was distributed last week.  If you have any questions, 
please ask at the desk.  Permission forms are due by 11/9/09.  All students will be 
measured during their dance class the week of October 19.  We add about an inch for 
growth.

  Music Lessons – A few lesson times are still available at both studios in voice, piano, and guitar.  Lessons are 30 minute 
private lessons for boys & girls.  Guitar & Voice is available for ages 8+.   Piano is available for ages 6+.  The schedule is 
filling quickly, so if you are interested, please call.  

  Turns, Leaps & Tricks - If your child is at least 6 years old and are looking for a small group dance class that is focused 
on turns, leaps & tricks, you’ll want to join this session.  It will meet weekly from November - February and will focus on 
advancing your child with turns & leaps & flexibility.  Those eligible must be at least 6 years old with 3 years of dance 
and must be taking a ballet & jazz class.  This session will build on the foundations they are already getting, but will do 
the cool, neat things you see our advanced students doing.  All eligible students will receive a flyer.  It’s also a great 
class if your child is up for extra numbers such as Opening, Closing, Small Group, Trio, etc. 

  Musical Theater - New January class– This is a fun class for dancers wanted to expand their foundation with a musical 
theater emphasis.  It adds the element of acting & singing to dancing.  More details to come in December but let us know 
if you are interested.  Classes will be taught by Heather Smith who has a BA in Liberal Arts with a concentration in 
Theater & Dance.  She’s also danced with us since she was about 4 years old!  Her classes are always fun & full of energy!

 Bring-A-Friend week will run from Oct 5-10 during all dance classes & music 
lessons.  By now, each student should have received invitations to have a friend come 
dance, sing, play the piano or guitar with them during the week of October 5-10 (Monday 
thru Saturday).
